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Since its founding the department of theology has oriented itself for
non—-denominational and biblical evangelism. The educational objectives of the
department are to foster Christian leaders and professors with academic
excellence and integrated faith.

In addition to traditional subjects like Old Testament Studies, New
Testament Studies, Systematic Theology, Christian Ethics, Church History,
the faculty members of the department specialize in practical subjects such
as Worship and Preaching, Pastoral Counseling, Christian Education, and
Missiology.

Students of the department share various academic issues, including
interdisciplinary studies with other students and faculty in the University
environments. The department encourages students to find and develop
creative theologies.

Furthermore, the department opens up meeting places for pastoral practice
and theological studies. The department encourages the creation of new,
contextual, theologies using the pastoral experiences of local churches. The
department regards cooperation between the department and local churches
as one of our precious traditions.
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
