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<Educational Objectives>

The general objectives of graduate training in the Department of Psychology is to aid
students in developing competence and professional commitment that are essential to cope
successfully with the ever-changing world and to produce novel and positive changes in
the field of their specialties. All graduates are expected to be versed in general psychology
and scientific research, and well prepared to teach in their area of interest. All graduates
will also be prepared for professional practice.

Our program focuses on research and training in four areas - 1) Perception and
Cognition, 2) Clinical Psychology, 3)Counseling Psychology- and 4)
Industrial/Organizational and Consumer Behavior.

The program in Perception and Cognition provides training in cognition and visual
perception. Particular strengths include cognitive development, language, reading,
knowledge engineering, thinking and problems solving, binocular vision, and ecological
perception.

The major goal of Clinical Psychology Program is to train professional psychologists to
work in universities and colleges, medical settings, government agencies, and clinical
practice. In accordance with the scientist-practitioner model, our program places an
emphasis on the scientific attitude in both research and clinical training. The major focus
is on evidence-based assessment and psychotherapy, even if students will have many
opportunities to various clinical perspectives.

The major goal of Counseling Psychology Program is to train students for the professional
practice as well as for research and teaching. The scientific attitude is emphasized in both
research and clinical training. The major focus is on empirically supported interventions in
counseling psychology, even if students will have many opportunities to various clinical
perspectives.

The goal of this curriculum is to contribute to the understanding of social and cultural
influences on psychological processes and behaviors, and to introduce theories and



methods for dealing with contemporary socio-cultural issues. In addition, this curriculum
aims to cultivate the ability to assess and intervene in organizational behavior, human
resource management, and consumer behavior, by applying the mechanisms of these

sociocultural insights to the workplace.
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
